1. CALL TO ORDER 

President Dorey called the meeting to order at 9:01 a.m. 

2. ROLL CALL

A copy of Resolution 09-03 is on file in the official Resolution Book of the District. 
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A photo was taken as President Dorey presented Director MacKenzie a framed copy of the 
Resolution. She thanked the Board for the honor and commented Uiat it was a good year, one in which 
a lot was accomplished, which she credited to great Board members and great staff. 

8. BOARD TRAVEL POLICY 

See staff report attached hereto. 

Director MacKenzie offered for discussion by the Board a suggestion that since the intent of the 
Board is to not pay a per diem for events which are mainly for social and networking purposes, that the 
policy use wording to that effect in order to make it more clear. She suggested inserting verbiage to 
paragraph E of the draft revisions to the Rules and Regulations to read "Attendance at meetings for 
social/networking purposes and other events with are organized solely as breakfast and dinner functions 
such as ..." The Board discussed various distinctions between meetings regularly attended by the Board 
such as breakfast and dinner meetings which feamre a guest speaker, working committee meetings 
which include lunch, meetings which are particularly geared toward networking, yet are being 
attended by a Board member who is also an officer of the organization hosting the meeting. The 
general consensus of the Board was to allow mileage and expense reimbursement only, no per diem, 
for meal meetings which include guest speakers, unless the Board member attending the meeting is 
doing so as an officer of the organization. Upon further discussion, the Board also reached consensus 
that language should be added to Item E of Section 1.5.1 of the Rules and Regulations of the District, 
to require authorization prior to attending such meetings, in order to be reimbursed for mileage and 
expenses such as the cost of the meal. The Board decided not to add language to include 
"social/networking" as a descriptor, since directors attending such events do so primarily to conduct 
business or gain knowledge. 

The Board requested that further revisions be made to the policy based on the above discussion, 
and the item be continued to the next Board meeting on February 4, 2009. 

Water Resources Project Manager Angela Morrow joined the meeting during the above 
discussion 

09-01-18 Upon motion by Director MacKenzie, seconded by Director Miller and unanimously 
carried, the Board of Directors continued the discussion concerning revisions to 
Section 1.5.1 of the District's Rules and Regulations to the February 4, 2009 Board 
meeting. 

9. DESALINATION PROJECT UPDATE

General Manager Roy Coox updated the Board on the Desalination Project, stating that the 
biggest question is what role the Water Authority will play in the project. Until diat question is 
answered the group can not move ahead with making arrangements for exchanging water. Water 
Authority staff has indicated that they plan on discussing the project with the Water Authority Board in 
January or February 2009. 
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10. MATTERS PERTAINING TO THE ACTIVITIES OF THE SAN DIEGO COUNTY 
WATER AUTHORITY

Director Williams reported that there had not been a CWA Board meeting since the last VID 
Board meeting, and that he had nothing further to report since his last report. 

Director of Engineering Brian Smith left the meeting after this item. 

11. REPORTS ON MEETINGS AND EVENTS ATTENDED BY DIRECTORS, AND 
AUTHORIZATION FOR DIRECTOR ATTENDANCE AT UPCOMING MEETINGS 
AND EVENTS 

See staff report attached hereto. 

Director Vasquez and President Dorey both reported that they attended the Council of Water 
Utilities breakfast the previous morning. The speakers were Loren Nancarrow and Bill Toone 
representing the EcoLife Foundation, who spoke about rainwater harvesting. 

Director MacKenzie reported that she chaired a meeting of the CSDA Fiscal Committee by 
conference call in which they went over the budget compared to the actual expendimres for the 
previous year. On January 9, Director MacKenzie attended a meeting of the CSDA Legislative 
Committee where the Committee reviewed a number of bills and was updated on the State's budget 
problems. On January 10, Director MacKenzie attended a CSDA board meeting, where the 10-year 
lease of the Association's office space was discussed, and reports on dues were reviewed. Director 
MacKenzie also reported that cities can now be Associate Members of CSDA and tap into the Finance 
Corp's bond dollars. She commented in these times when bond money is hard to find, is at least 
available through the Finance Corp, though at a higher rate. 

All five members of the Board indicated an interest in attending the Council of Water Utilities 
meeting in Poway on February 17, 2009 and the 2009 Spring ACWA Conference in Sacramento on 
May 19-22, 2009. 

Director MacKenzie requested to attend the CSDA Legislative Days in Sacramento May 5-6, 
2009. She recommended this event for other Board members as well. 

President Dorey and Director Miller indicated that they would be attending the Southern 
California Water Committee meeting the following Friday in Los Angeles. 

Director Dorey staled that he would be attending a Groundwater Committee on Monday, 
January 26, 2009 in Sacramento, where he will stay overnight and meet with Assemblyman Martin 
Garrick the following morning. 

09-01-19 Upon motion by Director MacKenzie, seconded by Director Vasquez and 
unanimously carried, the Board of Directors authorized all five directors to attend the 
Council of Water Utilities meeting on February 17, 2009 in Poway and the 2009 
Spring ACWA Conference in Sacramento May 19-22, 2009; Director MacKenzie was 
authorized to attend the CSDA Legislative Days in Sacramento May 5-6, 2009. 
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12. ITEMS FOR FUTURE AGENDAS AND/OR PRESS RELEASES

13. DIRECTOR COMMENTS 

Director Miller asked if the District is being proactive with the City of Vista to mandate water 
conservation as a requirement for building permits. He commented that the rainwater harvesting 
discussed in the recent Council of Water Utilities meeting would work very well with commercial 
development. Mr. Coox responded that the District has been working with the City on water 
conservation from an educational aspect and has made great headway in this respect. With the District 
as the water supply agency, and the City as the land-use agency, the two agencies need to work 
together on these types of issues. Mr. Coox stated that the District has been working with the City 
about potentially mandating conservation measures such as drought tolerant landscaping. Mr. Coox 
stated that discussions have not taken place with the City regarding rainwater harvesting or a similar 
concept of grey water technology. Mr. Coox stated that he would make contact with the City and he 
suggested Uiat he could put together some information to present to the Water Sustainability Committee 
on the subject. 

Director Miller inquired about how and when the District would advise the public that rate 
increases will be forthcoming. Mr. Coox responded that the District has been proactive and has been in 
educational mode with newsletters to all the customers, press releases, and speaking engagements for 
various groups, to let the public know about the water situation and what will likely happen over the 
next several months. Along those lines, Mr. Coox interjected that a Fiscal Policy Committee meeting 
was scheduled for January 28, where the Committee will begin the process of seriously discussing 
conservation based water rates, what they mean, and how they will look , as well as how big the 
increases will be. Also, the Committee will discuss the timing of the process and how it will be 
communicated to the ratepayers per the requirements of Prop. 218. 

14. COMMENTS BY GENERAL COUNSEL 

General Counsel Joel Kuperberg provided a brief overview of legislation which was enacted 
the previous year regarding design-build projects for public agencies. This legislation allows, for the 
first time, special districts such as VID to conduct design-build projects. He spoke briefly about the 
restrictions in connection with this legislation. 

Mr. Kuperberg also reported on a case which led to clarification firom the legislature 
reinforcing that a quorum of the Board caimot discuss among themselves a topic of relevance to the 
agency outside of a properly noticed public meeting. However, the General Manager may conduct 
factual briefings for Board members, providing background and answering questions about agenda 
items or items of interest to the agency, so long as the manager does not attempt to develop any type of 
consensus. 

15. COMMENTS BY GENERAL MANAGER 

Mr. Coox informed the Board that he would be attending the Quarterly meeting of San Diego 
County Water Works Group that evening, where VID Construction Supervisor Mike Bagshaw would 
be installed as President of the Group for 2009. 
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Mr. Coox reminded die Board that the Annual Employee Appreciation Breakfast was scheduled 
for February 25, 2009 at 7:00 a.m. at the El Callejon Mexican restaurant, with presentations 
immediately following at the Krikorian Theater across the street. 

A brief break was taken from 10:50 a.m. to 11:03 a.m. 

16. CLOSED SESSION FOR CONFERENCE WITH LEGAL COUNSEL 

President Dorey adjourned the meeting to closed session at 11:03 a.m. for a conference with 
legal counsel to discuss the following pending litigation: 

A. San Luis Rey Indian Water Rights Settlement per Govt. Code section 54956.9(a). 

The meeting reconvened in open session at 12:11 p.m. President Dorey declared that no 
reportable action had been taken.

SUMMARY: All the work required by the construction contract has been completed; therefore, the water 
system should be accepted and the Notice of Acceptance filed with the County Recorder. 

DETAILED REPORT: On May 1, 2007, the District Engineer signed the grading and improvement plans 
for this project. Under District inspection, the developer's contractor installed approximately 21 feet of 10" 
PVC (200) C-900 and removed and properly disposed of approximately 550 feet of 8" AC pipe in Marilyn 
Lane, per approved plans and as part of the final detachment.
