SUBJECT: LOCAL AGENCY FORMATION COMMISSION ELECTION

RECOMMENDATION: Consider making nominations for one regular district member and one alternate
member on the Local Agency Formation Commission (LAFCO).

PRIOR BOARD ACTION:  Director MacKenzie has received the Board’s nomination and has been
elected to the Special Districts Advisory Committee (SDAC) for six consecutive terms since 1994. She
currently serves as Chair of the SDAC, with her term expiring in October 2012.

FISCAL IMPACT: Undetermined amount of expenses and per diem should the District’s representative
be elected to the Local Agency Formation Commission.

SUMMARY: LAFCO is soliciting nominations for one regular district member and one alternate member
on the Local Agency Formation Commission. LAFCO regular and alternate district members must be
special district officers who reside within San Diego County, and may not be members of the legislative
body of a city or county. President MacKenzie is currently serving as Chair of the Special Districts
Advisory Committee. Her position on the SDAC does not preclude her or another of the District’s Board
members from seeking one of these positions.

DETAILED REPORT: LAFCO has given notice of its intent to conduct a mailed-ballot election and is
soliciting nominations for one regular and one alternate member on LAFCO. LAFCO members serve 4-
year terms. Nominations must be received by LAFCO by February 27, 2009. A candidates’ forum will be
held in March 26, 2009 in conjunction with the CSDA quarterly dinner. Election ballots and voting
instructions will be mailed on April 3, 2009.

Nominations are being solicited for one regular district member and one
alternate member on the Local Agency Formation Commission (LAFCO).
The deadline for receipt of all nominations is February 27, 2009.

LAFCO commissioners serve four-year terms. The term of the incumbent
LAFCO regular district member, Andy Menshek, will expire in May 2009.
Mr. Menshek has announced that he will not seek a new term on
LAFCO. John Ingalls, the incumbent alternate district member on
LAFCO has announced that he will seek the regular position being
vacated by Mr. Menshek. The new term of the regular district member
position will expire in May 2013. Mr. Ingalis has indicated that he intends
on resigning from the alternate position he now occupies upon the
conclusion of the LAFCO election, so that one election can be held
concurrently for both the regular and alternate positions. While not
required to resign from his alternate position, the voluntary action taken
by Mr. Ingall's will simplify the election process by avoiding the necessity
to conduct a second election immediately following the reguiar district
member election.

Candidates and voters should be aware that according to State Law,
regular and alternate district members of LAFCO must be officers of
independent special districts (members of the board of directors) who
reside within San Diego County. The regular and alternate district
LAFCO members may not be members of the legislative body of a city or
county.

Facsimile (FAX) copies of nominations are permitted, if
necessary, to meet the submission deadline, but an original form must be furnished as
soon as possible thereafter. Again, the deadline for receipt of nominations is
February 27, 2009.

SUMMARY OF FORMAL BOARD OF DIRECTORS’ MEETING
January 22, 2009

Purchase order contract with Western Oil Field Supply Company. dba: Rain for
Rent, for rental of filtration units to prevent spread of Quagga Mussels durin
pipeline dewatering actjvities.

The Board approved a purchase order contract with Western Oil Field Supply
Company, dba: Rain-for Rent, for an amount not to exceed $75,000 to rent
filtration units for pipeline dewatering activities through June 2009. These
filtration units will be used to prevent spread of Quagga Mussels during untreated
water dewatering activities.

Asset Management Plan.
The Board accepted the Water Authority’s Asset Management Plan for FY 2010

and 2011.

Interim payment authorization for the ESP-San Vicente Pipeline and

Agueduct Interconnect project.
The Board authorized the General Manager to approve requests for interim

payments, and implement contract documents, for work performed at Reach 4 East
of the San Vicente Pipeline project, for a total amount not-to-exceed $10,225,000
through June 2009.

Amendment to professional services contract with Malcolm Pirnie, Inc., for
owner’s representative services on the Twin Oaks Valley Water Treatment Plant
project.

The Board accepted Amendment Four for $250,000 and approved Amendment
Five for $370,000 to provide additional claim support services and contract
administration, increasing the contract amount from $3,620,000 to $4,240,000.

Treasurer’s report.
The Board noted and filed the monthly Treasurer’s report.

Adopt ordinance amending section 2.05.010 and adding section 9.00.080 of the

Administrative Code relating to Director compensation and Metropolitan

Delegates.
The Board adopted Ordinance No. 2009-01 an ordinance of the Board of

Directors of the San Diego County Water Authority amending subdivision {c) of

section 2.05.010 of the Administrative Code to delete authorization for payment of
compensation for attendance at certain meetings and adding section 9.00.080 to the
Administrative Code relating to representatives to the Metropolitan Water District.

Adopt proposed 2009 Legislative Policy Guidelines.

The Board adopted the proposed 2009 Legislative Policy Guidelines to direct staff
and legislative advocates on whether to support or oppose legislation. Ideas for
new legislation, however, will be brought to the Board for approval before staff or
legislative advocates take action to advance the proposal through the legisiative
process.

Adopt a position of Support on AB 13 (Salas); ose on SB 42 {Corbett). = The
Board adopted the following positions: Support on AB 13 (Salas); Oppose on SB
42 (Corbett).

Amend agreement with the State Water Resources Control Board for expedited
review, planning, and permitting for local water development projects.

The Board authorized the General Manager to amend the agreement with the State
Water Resources Control Board for review, planning, and permitting activities
related to water recycling, raw and potable water development, and seawater
desalination projects in an amount not-to-exceed $350,000.

Professional services contract to RECON Environmental, Inc., to provide habitat

restoration services in Mission Trails Regionai Park.
The Board awarded a professional services contract to© RECON Environmental,

Inc., to provide habitat restoration services for an 11-year period for a not-to-
exceed amount of $3,000,000.

Approve Memorandum of Agreement with the California Department of Fish and
Game and Imperial [rrigation District to provide funding in an amount not-to-exceed
$437.800 for the purchase of water for fisheries mitigation associated with the All-
American Canal Lining Project.

The Board approved a Memorandum of Agreement with the California Department of
Fish and Game and Imperial Irrigation District to provide DFG a one-time endowment
of $437,800 for the purchase of IID agricultural water to supply a 50-acre sport fishing
pond at the DFG’s Imperial Wildlife Area Wister Management Unit,

Biennial review of Representatives to the Metropolitan Water District.

The Board confirmed the following appointments as the Water Authority’s
Metropolitan Water District delegates: Jim Barrett, Keith Lewinger, Bud
Pocklington, and Fern Steiner. Joe Parker was appointed as a Water Authority
