SUBJECT: FPPC FORM 470/460 CAMPAIGN STATEMENT
RECOMMENDATION: Information only.

PRIOR BOARD ACTION: None.

FISCAL IMPACT: None.

SUMMARY:  California law requires all elected officers to file what is referred to as a “campaign
statement,” with the specific filing requirements dependent upon the amount of political contributions
received and expenditures made by the elected officer. However, elected officers who both anticipate
receiving no campaign contributions and making no political expenditures, and whose monthly salaries are
less than $200, are exempt from the requirement to file any type of campaign statement. The FPPC’s
guidance is unclear regarding the definition of “salary” for purposes of this exemption, and in particular
whether District per diem payments to VID Directors are considered “salary” for purposes of these
requirements. Because failing to file a required campaign statement constitutes a violation of the Political
Reform Act, it is recommended that VID Board members at least file the short-form campaign statement,
even if their only District “salary” is per diem payments from VID.

DETAILED REPORT: Under the California Political Reform Act (the “Act”), all elected officers
(including VID Directors) are required to periodically file “campaign statements” with the California Fair
Political Practices Commission (“FPPC”), even in years when the elected official is not running for office.
The specific filing requirements depend upon the amount of campaign contributions received and campaign
expenditures made by the elected officer. Three different rules govern whether an elected officer must file
a campaign statement; and, if so, whether a “short-" or “long-" form statement must be filed:

s [f the elected officer anticipates either receiving $1,000 or more in campaign contributions, or
making $1,000 or more in campaign expenditures during a given calendar year, he or she must filea
semi-annual “long-form” campaign statement—FPPC Form 460. Form 460 requires a fairly
detailed reporting of contributions and expenditures. For the period ending June 30th, Form 460
must be filed by July 1st. For the period ending December 31st, Form 460 must be filed by January
1st.

e An elected officer who anticipates receiving less than $1,000 in campaign contributions and making
less than $1,000 in campaign expenditures during a given calendar year may, instead of filing the
longer Form 460, file a short-form annual campaign statement—FPPC Form 470. Form 470 is very
brief, requires no detailed reporting, and basically is a declaration by the ¢lected officer that he or
she anticipates contributions and expenditures below the $1,000 threshold. Deadlines for filing
Form 470 depend on whether it is an election year for the elected officer. If after filing Form 470,
$1,000 or more is received or spent, the elected officer must notify the FPPC within 48 hours by
filing FPPC Form 470 Supplement.




s An elected officer is exempt from the campaign statement filing requirements for a particular six-
month period if all of the following criteria are satisfied:

1. The elected officer has not received any campaign contributions during the six-
month period,

2. The elected officer has not made any campaign expenditures during the six-month
period; and

3. The elected officer receives a “salary” of less than $200 per month.

For purposes of the Act, any payment, forgiveness of a loan, payment of a loan by a third party, or
enforceable promise to make a payment is considered a “contribution” or an “expenditure” unless it is clear
from the circumstances that it is not made for political purposes.

While the rules are fairly clear regarding whether a Form 460 or Form 470 must be filed, they are
more ambiguous regarding what constitutes “salary” for purposes of an elected officer with no
contributions or expenditures. First, the term “salary” is not defined, and it is not altogether clear from the
FPPC materials whether, in the context of campaign statements, “salary” includes only the elected official’s
salary from his or her office, or if the term also covers the salary that an elected officer may receive from
his or her private employment.

A more difficult issue is whether the per diem paid by VID to Board members for attendance at
District meetings and other events constitutes “salary” for purposes of requiring a Form 470 filing. On one
hand, a manual published by the FPPC states that only an elected officer’s fixed compensation need be
counted; health benefits, reimbursements for expenses and per diem received from the officer’s agency
need not be counted toward the $200 threshold. On the other hand, two formal FPPC advice letters state
that per diem compensation is considered salary for purposes of determining whether to file a Form 470
campaign statement.

Failure to file a campaign statement when due constitutes a violation of the Act, and is punishable
as a criminal misdemeanor. Due to the confusion regarding whether per diems are considered “salary,” the
relative simplicity of completing and filing a Form 470, and the criminal implications of the failure to file a
statement when required, it 1s advisable that District Board members who anticipate no campaign
contributions or expenditures, and whose monthly salaries are less than $200, nonetheless file the Form 470
“short” campaign statement.
