Membership in the National Water Resources Association (NWRA) assists in ACWA's 
worl< toward the development, protection and management of water resources 
throughout the west. Membership in ACWA includes membership in NWRA. According 
to NWRA Bylaws, California is allowed four Board positions, one of which shall be the 
ACWA Federal Affairs Committee Chair, and a Policy Development Committee position. 
The Vice Chair of the Federal Affairs Committee shail serve as the alternate for the 
Federal Affairs Committee Chair. In addition, two additional alternates shall be selected 
for the Board. The association's Executive Director will serve as ACWA's representative 
to the Policy Development Committee. ACWA's Federal Affairs Director will serve as the 
alternate to that committee. (Sept. 2005) 

General Guidelines: 

a. The two-year term for the positions shall be the same as that of the ACWA
