

















Work performed by Packard Government Affairs under the terms of this agreement shall require
written direction in advance from both of the Local Entities. Any change in the scope of services
shall require approval in writing by both of the Local Entities.

3. TERM.

This Agreement shall supersede any prior agreements between the parties and
be effective as of September 1, 2010. It shall remain in effect on a month-to-month
basis.

4. COMPENSATION.

a. The consideration for the services set forth herein shall be billed on an hourly
basis by Packard Government Affairs to the Local Entities for the term of this agreement
as set forth in Section 3. All payments shall be made upon presentation of monthly
statements in the manner set forth hereinafter. The houtly rate for Cong. Packard
will be $450 per hour, and the rate for Mr. Polese will be billed at $250 per
hour.

b. A statement of out-of-pocket expenses shall be rendered to the Local Entities
for reimbursable disbursements incurred during the preceding month. Such statements
shall be payable within thirty (30} days of receipt by the Local Entities. Disbursements
for airfare or any other substantial out-of-pocket expenses will be billed at cost with
supporting documentation.

5. APPORTIONMENT OF FEES AND REIMBURSABLE EXPENSES.

It is agreed that all fees and reimbursable expenses shall be apportioned and
paid according to the following schedule:

City of Escondido Fifty percent (50%)
Vista Irrigation District Fifty percent (50%)

Each of the Local Entities shall be liable for payment of its own share of fees and
reimbursable expenses and shail have no liability for payment of the respective share of
the other parties.

6. PREPARATION OF BILLING STATEMENTS.

Packard Government Affairs shall submit monthly billing statements to the Local
Entities that set forth the amounts charged as stated hereinabove and itemizes any
disbursements for which Packard Government Affairs is entitled to reimbursement
under this Agreement. Said billing summary will bear the approval signature of either
Mr. Polese or Mr. Packard.



7. TERMINATION OF CONTRACT.

This Agreement may be terminated at any time, with or without cause, by
agreement of the Local Entities, provided that at least thirty (30) days written notice is
given by regular mail or personal delivery. If so terminated, Packard Government
Affairs shall be entitled to compensation for services requested and actually performed
up to the date of contract termination.

8. ENTIRE AGREEMENT.

This Agreement supersedes any and all other agreements, either oral or written,
between the Local Entities and Packard Government Affairs and/or Romney with respect
to the subject of the Agreement.

This Agreement may be executed by the parties in counterparts. If so, signature
copies will be provided by Packard Government Affairs to all parties.

Background facts on Ron Packard and his firm’s work on
the San Luis Rey Indian Water Settlement

Ron Packard was bom on January 19, 1931 in Meridian, Idaho. He is now 79 years old.

Packard was first elected to the United States House of Representatives on November 2, 1982.
Packard was only the fourth successful write-in candidate in U.S. history.

His term in Congress started on January 3, 1983 as Congressman for the 43" Congressional d
District. In the 1992 election he was elected to the newly created 48" Congressional District
which he served continuously until January 3, 2001.

Clyde Romney was Congressman Packard’s first Administrative Assistant, 1983-85.

On June 14, 1985, the San Luis Rey Settlement Parties set forth a Statement of Principles for
Settlement (Romney was at the meeting in his capacity as Chairman of the San Luis Rey Indian
Water Settlement Task Force which had been formed by Congressman Packard.)

On December 16, 1985, Congressman Packard introduced HR 3958, the “San Luis Rey Indian
Water Rights Settlement Act”- calling for the Department of the Interior to deliver the Settlement
Parties 22,700 acre feet of Supplemental Water with the waters of the San Luis Rey River to be
shared equally between the Indians and the Local Entities.

On March 20, 1986, Congressman Packard introduced HR 4468, the “San Luis Rey Indian Water
Rights Settlement Act”- the terms were similar to HR 3958.

In August 1986, Romney in his capacity as consultant to Escondido, VID and the Indian Water
Authority testified at the Senate hearing on S 2676, the “ San Luis Rey Indian Water Rights
Settlement Act” which had been introduced by Senators Wilson and Cranston on July 22, 1986-
- the terms were similar to HR 3958 and HR 4468.

In September 1986, Romney in his capacity as consultant to Escondido, VID and the Indian
Water Authority testified at the House hearing on HR 4468, the “San Luis Rey Indian Water
Rights Settlement Act.

On March 18, 1987 Congressman Packard introduced HR 1699, the “San Luis Rey Indian Water
Rights Settlement Act”- the terms were similar to HR 3958 and HR 4468. On March 19, 1987,
Senator Cranston introduced a compantion bill in the Senate, S 795.

In July 1988, S 795 was amended to include payments of money to the Bands and the amount of
Supplemental Water to be supplied was lowered to 16,000 acre feet.

On November 17, 1988, the “San Luis Rey Indian Water Rights Settlement Act” was enacted
as Title I of Public Law 100-675, 102 Stat 4000.




In 1989, Congressman Packard aided in obtaining actual funding for the $30 million authorized
in Public Law 100-675. See, HR 2788, Appropriation Bill for the Dept of the Interior for the
fiscal year ending September 30, 1990, which resulted in Public Law 101-121, 103 Stat 701, Act
of October 23, 1989.

In 1991, Congressman Packard aided in obtaining an amendment to section 105 of Public Law
100-675 to authorize the Indian Water Authority to use interest from the trust fund to assist the
SLRIWA in its professional development and in the Authority’s participation and facilitation of
a final water settlement. See HR 2686, Dept of the Interior Appropriation Bill for the fiscal year
ending September 30, 1992, which resulted in Public Law 102-154, 105 Stat 990,1012-13, Act of
November 13, 1991,

In 1998 Congressman Packard was appointed Chair of the House Energy and Water
Subcommittee on Appropriations.

In 1998 Congressman Packard aided in obtaining an amendment to section 105 of Public Law
100-675 to authorize the Indian Water Authority to disburse from the Trust fund interest $8
million ($1.6 million) to each Band. See HR 4068, Bill setting forth Technical corrections to
laws relating to Native Americans, which resulted in Public Law 105-256, 112 Stat 1896,1899,
Act of October 14, 1998.

In 1998 Romney was appointed as a Congressional Facilitator of the San Luis Rey Settlement
Act and thereafter until his death on August 26, 2006 was present at virtually all settlement
negotiations among the San Luis Rey Parties.

In 2000, Congressman Packard in his capacity as Chair of the House Senate Conference
Committee inserted language in the Veteran’s and Housing and Urban Development
Appropriations Bill, HR 4635 [without ever being introduced in either House or having been
subject to any hearings] which amended section 106 of Public Law 100-675 to provide that the
Secretary of the Interior would deliver to the Setttement Parties 16,000 acre feet of the water
conserved by the lining of the All-American Canal. On October 27, 2000, Public law 106, 377,
114 Stat 1441, 1441 A-70 was enacted. [The Packard Amendment].

In 2001 Packard was succeeded by Darrell Issa as Congressman for the 48th Congressional
District.

Since Romney’s death in 2006, Mr. Packard has attended some but not all of the Settlement
negotiations.

SUBJECT: CERTIFICATION OF ACHIEVEMENT FOR EXCELLENCE IN FINANCIAL
REPORTING AWARD

RECOMMENDATION: For information only.

PRIOR BOARD ACTION: The Comprehensive Annual Financial Report (CAFR) for the fiscal year
ended June 30, 2008 was presented to the Board on December 16, 2009.

FISCAL IMPACT: $435 for the application fee.

SUMMARY: On June 3, 2010, the District earned the Certificate of Achievement for Excellence in
Financial Reporting Award from the Government Finance Officers Association {GFOA). The award was
given to the District for its CAFR for the fiscal year ended June 30, 2009.

DETAILED REPORT:  The District is a member of the GFOA, which is a professional association
serving approximately 17,000 government finance professionals with offices in Chicago, IL and
Washington, D.C. The purpose of the GFOA is to enhance and promote the professional management of
governments for the public benefit by identifying and developing financial policies and practices and
promoting them through education, training and leadership. Each year the GFOA recognizes governmental
agencies for their success in achieving the highest standards in governmental accounting and financial
reporting. This is the third year that the District has received this award.

The GFOA established the Certificate of Achievement for Excellence in Financial Programs in 1945 to
encourage and assist state and local governments to go beyond the minimum requirements of generally
accepted accounting principles to prepare CAFRs that evidence the spirit of transparency and full
disclosure and then to recognize individual governments that succeed in achieving that goal.

The District submitted its CAFR for the fiscal year ended June 30, 2009 to the GFOA for consideration of
this award. The CAFR not only includes the District’s financial statements, but also other transmittal,
supplementary and statistical information necessary to be considered for this award.

The District recently received the Certificate of Achievement plaque. The plaque will be presented during
the Board meeting and will be displayed in the District offices.

Re: Board Agenda Item 8-9: "Rate Structure Integrity”
Dear Chairman Brick:

As stated in past correspondence, the San Diego County Water Authority believes that
the so-called “rate structure integrity” provision in MWD incentive funding contracts is
both bad public policy and legally unenforceable. The Water Authority has governmental
responsibilities to protect our region’s water ratepayers and has declined to waive its
rights or responsibilities in order to get back a share of the money it has paid to MWD
through water rates to fund these incentive programs.

In its recently filed lawsuit, the Water Authority has questioned the propriety and legality
of MWD's rate structure, including the manner in which it allocates the costs of water
supply programs that are paid for, in part, by incentive payments. We ask that the board
consider the following requests during its closed session meeting Tuesday to discuss
San Diego’s incentive funding contracts.

1. | will recommend to my Board of Directors an agreement under which MWD
suspends the payment of any incentive funding to the Water Authority during the
pendency of the litigation provided that MWD agrees to suspend collection of
Water Stewardship Rate revenues from the Water Authority during the same
period.

2. The RSI policy and contract provisions do not state whether RSI funding will be
restored retroactively in the event that the court finds in favor of the plaintiff
challenging MWD's rate structure. Please provide clarification of the board policy
on this point.

3. Jeff Kightlinger informed us at the IRP Public Forum meeting in San Diego August
10 that the reason MWD does not require its member agencies to legally commit
to pay for MWD projects and programs is because the board of directors will not
agree to do so. The current IRP proposes spending billions of dollars, including

substantial investments in member agency programs. The Water Authority is
willing to contractually commit to pay for MWD projects and programs it wishes to
purchase from MWD. We would like to know if the rest of the board will now
consider adding this contractual requirement as part of its rate structure in order
to fulfill the intended purpose of Rate Structure Integrity in a more comprehensive
fashion.

We appreciate your consideration of these requests and lock forward to receipt of your
written responses.
