NOTICE F'OR PARTICIPATION

In light of Governor Newsom's Executive Orders N-29-20 and N-33-20, and guidance from the County of San

Diego, State of California, and Centers for Disease Control, please be advised that members of the public will
not be able to attend this meeting in person. Executive Order N-33-20 requires persons "stay home or in their
place of residence except as needed to maintain continuity of operations..." of critical infrastructure. As
welcome as public attendance is at Vista Irrigation District Board of Directors meetings, it does not appear to
fit this exception, and Vista Irrigation District encourages compliance with the Governor's Executive Order.
