
MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE
BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF

VISTA IRRIGATION DISTRICT

September 7, 2022

A Regular Meeting of the Board of Directors of Vista Irrigation District was held on Wednesday,
September 7, 2022 at the offices ofthe District, l39 Engineer Street, Vista, California.

1. CALL TO ORDER

President Miller called the meeting to order at 9:00 a.rn.

2. ROLL CALL

Directors present: Miller, Vásquez, Kuchinsky, Sanchez, and MacKenzie.

Directors absent: None.

Staff present: Brett Hodgkiss, General Manager; Lisa Soto, Secretary of the Board; Randy
Whitmann, Director of Engineering; and Don Smith, Director of Water Resources. Also present via
teleconference were Frank Wolinski, Director of Operations and Field Services and Marlene Kelleher,
Director of Administration.

Other attendees: None.

3. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

Director Vásquez led the Pledge of Allegiance.

4. APPROVAL OF AGENDA

22-09-88 Upon motion by Director MacKenzie, seconded by Director Vásquez and unanimous
carried (5 ayes: Vdsquez, Kuchinsky, Sanchez, MacKenzie and Miller), the Board of
Directors approved the agenda as presenteiL

5. ORAL COMMUNICATIONS

No public comments were presented on items not appearing on the agenda.

6. CONSENT CALENDAR

Director of Engineering Randy Whitrnann provided clarification regarding Item 6.C, “Waterline
Project Approval”, stating that it is a requirement of the County of San Diego (County) for the District to
fill out and sign their water commitment form prior to the County approving the map. Mr. Whitrnann said
that for this particular project, which requires a mainline extension, a construction agreement must be
executed between the District and the owner before the District can sign the form. He stated that the Board’s
approval of the waterline project is needed before the construction agreement can be executed.
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Regarding Item 6.E, “Cash Disbursement Report” Director of Water Resources Don Smith
provided clarification regarding a payment issued to the City of Escondido related to the San Pasqual
Undergrounding project stating that the cost ofthe project is being shared equally between the District and
the City of Escondido. Mr. Smith also provided clarification regarding a payment made to Direct Energy
stating that this payment is only for electric commodity charges; the transmission is provided by San Diego
Gas & Electric and is paid for separately.

Director Kuchinsky noted that the rate for the District’s property insurance from the Association
of California Water Agencies (ACWA) Joint Powers Insurance Authority (JPIA) has increased by 20
percent with a 7 percent evaluation on all scheduled assets. He suggested that staff send a letter to ACWA
JPIA requesting advance communication ofrate increases so that they can be incorporated into the budget.

22-09-89 Upon motion by Director Kuchinsky, seconded by Director Vásquez and unanimously

carried (‘5 ayes: Vásquez, Kuchinsky, Sanchez, MacKenzie and Miller), the Board of

Directors approved the Consent Calendar, including Resolution No. 22-29 approving

(P20-0276; LN 2021-004; APN 183-060-78; DIV NO 3).

2. Quitclaim Deed and Bill ofSale (70) quitclaiming a portion ofan abandoned 6-inch steel
water main within a residential property consisting of approximately I .27 gross acres
owned by Joe D. Moore, located at 948 Miramar Drive, Vista (LN 2022-029; APN I 83-
083-16; DIV NO 4).

Staff recommended and the Board approved the waterline project
for a 5-lot single-family residential development known as 1505 York Drive, consisting of approximately

APN 184-012-12; DIV NO 3).

7. DIVISION REPORTS

See staff report attached hereto.

Director ofOperations and Field Services Frank Wolinski provided updates on the Pechstein beam
reinforcement project and paving work to be performed on Vista Grande Drive in Vista, which he stated
should be completed in approximately 45 days.

Director of Engineering Randy Whitmann updated the Board regarding the various mainline
replacement projects in process and how the projects are prioritized. General Manager Brett Hodgkiss said
that District would need to add another crew or hire a third party contractor to increase main replacement
production significantly beyond an average oftwo miles per year.

Mr. Hodgkiss stated the purpose of the recent Warriors 2 WaterWorks Military Career Day at
Cuyamaca College was to make military personnel transitioning out ofthe armed forces aware ofthe types
ofcareer opportunities that are available in the water industry. He also updated the Board regarding ongoing
recruitment efforts to fill the Director of Administration position.

Director of Water Resources Don Smith provided clarification regarding the “Water Table Depth
vs. Monthly Welifield Production” report.

8. LA JOLLA BAND OF LUISENO INDIANS’ CAMPGROUND AND SAN PASQUAL
UNDERGROUNDING PROJECT TOUR

After consulting their individual calendars, the Board members came to a consensus of November
I 4, 2022 as a proposed date for the La Jolla Band of Luiseno Indians’ (La Jolla Band) campground area
and the San Pasqual Undergrounding Project tour. Mr. Hodgkiss said staffwould check the date with the
La Jolla Band and see ifthe tour can be scheduled for that day.

9. MATTERS PERTAINING TO THE ACTIVITIES OF THE SAN DIEGO COUNTY
WATER AUTHORITY

See staff report attached hereto.

President Miller reported that the Metropolitan Water District (MWD) might implement water
allocations in 2023 due to the drought. He reported that MWD received a $50 million grant from the State
of California for pipeline stability and replacement and an $80 million grant for water recycling.
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President Miller reported that elections are coming up at the San Diego County Water Authority
(Water Authority), and there was a related discussion regarding whether Member Agency General
Managers would be eligible to serve as officers on the Water Authority Board of Directors.

10. MEETINGS AND EVENTS

See staff report attached hereto.

Director Vásquez reported on his attendance at the recent Urban Water Institute Annual Conference
that included a sessions on wildfire threats to the water supply and the status ofLake Mead and Lake Powell
due to the drought. Director Vásquez advised that he will not be attending the Council of Water Utilities
meeting on September 20, 2022 due to the District’s Special Board meeting scheduled for the same day.

Director Kuchinsky reported on his attendance at a meeting of the Vista Chamber Government
Affairs Committee (Government Affairs Committee) in which the discussion centered on Southern
California Edison’s decommissioning ofthe San Onofre Nuclear Generating Station. Director Kuchinsky
stated that representatives from the City of Vista, the County of San Diego, etc. attended the meeting and
that he found their respective updates informative. Director Kuchinsky advised that he plans to attend future
meetings ofthe Government Affairs Committee as his schedule permits.

Director MacKenzie reported on her attendance at the meeting ofthe San Diego Chapter, California
Special Districts Association (CSDA) Quarterly Meeting on August 1 8, 2022 in Kearny Mesa in which
Jennifer Williamson, a Principal Transportation Planner for San Diego Association ofGovernments made
a presentation about the Airport Connectivity study and Regional Vision.

Director MacKenzie reported on her attendance at the recent CSDA Conference in which keynote
speaker Shola Richards, best-selling author and Founder of Go Together Global, talked about the
transformative concept of Ubuntu, which translates to “I am because we are”.

Director MacKenzie reported on her attendance at a meeting of the Special District Leadership
Foundation (Foundation) in which the discussion centered on the programs offered by the Foundation, such
as the District of Distinction Accreditation. She noted that 12 special districts have received this
accreditation at the Platinum level, and five ofthem are from San Diego County.

Director MacKenzie reported on her attendance at a meeting of the CSDA Finance Corporation,
which included a review of financings and funds available; confirmation and ratification of new board
members and the election of officers took place at this meeting as well.

Director Sanchez reported briefly on the ad hoc committee meeting held for the District’s
ceHtennial celebration planning.

Director MacKenzie requested authorization for mileage reimbursement related to her future
attendance of the Independence Special Districts of Orange County in October 2022.

Director Vásquez stated that he had been scheduled to attend the San Diego Chapter, CSDA
Quarterly Meeting on August 18, 2022 in Kearny Mesa, but he was unable to attend due to a family medical
issue. He requested that the Board forgive the registration fee, which had been prepaid by the District on
his behalf.
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22-09-90 Upon motion by Director Sanchez, seconded by Director Vasqaez and unanimously
carried (5 ayes: Vdsquez, Kuchinsky, Sanchez, MacKenzie and Miller), the Board of
Directors authorized mileage reimbursement for Director MacKenzie to attend the
October 2022 meeting of the Independence Special Districts of Orange County. The
Boardforgave the registrationfeefor Director Vásquez to attend the San Diego Chapter,
CSDA Quarterly Meeting on August 18, 2022 which he missed due to afamily medical
issue.

11. ITEMS FOR FUTURE AGENDAS AND/OR PRESS RELEASES

See staff report attached hereto.

President Miller noted that the detachment of Falibrook Public Utility District (Falibrook) and
Rainbow Municipal Water District (Rainbow) from the Water Authority was on the list ofupcoming agenda
items. Mr. Hodgkiss said suggested waiting to place the item on the agenda until such time the draft staff
report from the Local Agencies Formation Commission (LAFCO) is available and staff’s recommendations
related to the detachment are known. At that time, the Board can review materials related to the detachment
and formulate comments to submit to LAFCO. The Board concurred with this plan of action.

Director Kuchinsky suggested a future agenda item to discuss wildfire resiliency, including the
potential to construct heli hydrants at reservoir sites, defensible space, emergency generators, etc.

12. COMMENTS BY DIRECTORS

Director MacKenzie commented that Rainbow received a CSDA award for its new heli hydrant
and suggested staff look at the video available online about their project. Director MacKenzie also
commented on a recent emergency proclamation issued by Governor Newsorn that allowed the use backup
generators (ifpossible) during peak hours to help avoid rolling outages during the heat wave.

Director of Administration Marlene Kelleher provided a brief update on the District’s ongoing
cybersecurity training for its employees.

Director Kuchinsky informed the Board that he will be speaking, as a candidate and as a sitting
Director, at the Kiwanis and Lions Clubs. He said he will also be attending the Vista Unified School District
and City ofVista Council meetings and speaking under public comment time. Director Kuchinsky further
advised that the Vista Press ran an editorial he submitted on the Water Authority’s 2022 Public Opinion
Survey. He assured the Board that all speaking engagements, public comments, and written comments will
contain public information and opinions that are solely his own; he will not be speaking on behalf of the
District or Board of Directors. Director Kuchinsky said he has consulted with General Counsel to make
sure everything he is doing is proper.

Director Vásquez noted that a final accounting ofthe budget for the recent Association ofCalifornia
Water Agencies (ACWA) Region W Program was provided for each of the Directors at the dais (attached
hereto as Exhibit A). He recalled that the Board authorized a $500 Sponsorship for this Program in July
2022.

Director Vásquez commented on a recent news article that he read concerning harmful algal blooms
at Lake Elsinore.

SUBJECT: WATERLINE PROJECT APPROVAL 
 
RECOMMENDATION:  Approve this waterline project for a 5-lot single-family residential development 
known as 1505 York Drive, consisting of approximately 2.77 gross acres owned by Vista Panther Partners, 
LLC, located at 1505 York Drive, Vista (LN 2022-023; APN 184-012-12; DIV NO 3).  
 
PRIOR BOARD ACTION:  On August 17, 2022, the Board accepted Grant of Right of Way (V103) and 
acknowledged existing easements via Parcel Map. 
 
FISCAL IMPACT:  None. 
 
SUMMARY:  The District has signed the improvement plans for this waterline project; approval of this project 
will allow the General Manager to execute a construction agreement with the owner.   
 
DETAILED REPORT:  Under District inspection, the owner’s contractor will install approximately 83 feet of 
10-inch waterline, 200 feet of 8-inch waterline, 80 feet of 4-inch waterline, four 1-inch domestic services, one 
6-inch fire service, relocate an existing 1-inch domestic service and make connections as approved on the plans. 
The new water facilities will be located within the public right of way of York Drive and Specific Easement 
(V103) along Happy Daze Lane. The owner will also submit applications and pay the necessary fees to the 
District for water meters.  Approval of this waterline project will allow the owner to proceed with the 
development of their project.

Water released 
from Lake Henshaw flows across the La Jolla Band’s Reservation and through their campground prior to being 
diverted into the Escondido Canal for delivery to Lake Wohlford. A clear understanding of how Local Water 
System operations affect each other’s interests will enhance the long-term relationship of the District, 
Escondido and the La Jolla Band. 
 
As conditions and time allow, the Board may also be able to visit the San Pasqual Undergrounding Project 
construction site. 
 
DETAILED REPORT:  The dates provided by the Board for a September tour did not work for the La Jolla 
Band.  All Directors are requested to consult their individual calendars and be prepared to discuss their 
availability to participate in a tour at the Board meeting; please see calendar below for potential tour dates on 
October 3 or 4, 2022 or during select dates during the first three weeks of November 2022.
